Investiture

Subscriptions

Subs are levied to assist in meeting the fixed costs of running the Scout Group, support
and organisation from the Regional Office, National Office and support from the World
Scout Organisation. Like most voluntary organisations fundraising is done on a regular
basis to meet specific events and projects where your assistance is most welcome.
Some events may attract their own charge, full details will be provided prior to the
event.
